Fr. Hal’s Pastoral Perspective… 
 

The Bible as a word is referenced as a book, or it may be thought of as a 
library of books, the books of the Bible (46 in the Old Testament, 27 in the 
New Testament).  This liturgical year our Sunday Gospel reading comes 
from the Gospel of Luke.  This Gospel and the Acts of the Apostles, of which 
Luke is the human author, are a two-volume work that continues the biblical 
history of God’s dealing with humanity found in the Old Testament.  Luke’s 
basic audience is Gentile (non-Jewish) Christians.  At the time of its writing 
Luke was very much aware that there was a lot of interest in Jesus, and 
many people had written personal accounts of experiences with him.  Luke 
set out to put these accounts into an historical, thorough, and complete form 
using all the available resources.  Because it was important to Luke to know 
what was true, he relied heavily on eyewitness accounts.  Luke dedicates his 
two books to a certain Theophilus, a common name in the Greek world 
meaning “God’s friend”.  This personage could have been a literary figure 
signifying Gentiles, or an historical individual who had some degree of po-
litical importance.  In either case, it represented someone who was favora-
bly disposed toward Christian teaching and was worthy of receiving more 
information.  As Luke describes it, Jesus arrived in Nazareth, his home 
town, where he went into the synagogue and preached before an amazed 
audience.  The synagogue was the real center of religious life in Pales-
tine.  There was only one temple and that was in Jerusalem.  Wherever there 
were at least ten Jewish families, there must be a synagogue.  In every town 
and village it was in the synagogue that the people met to worship.  There 
were three parts to a synagogue service:  1) the worship part, 2) the reading 
of the scriptures, and 3) the teaching part.  Jesus’ example makes most ex-
cuses for not attending church sound very weak and self-serving.  We all 
need to make regular worship a part of our lives.  Jesus found value and 
purpose in going to the synagogue on the Sabbath day week after 
week.  Should that not be our habit as well?  The Mass is the most perfect 
and complete prayer and sacrifice we could possibly offer to God our Fa-
ther.  Jesus said, “Do this in memory of me.” 
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Make it a great week!
