Fr. Hal’s Pastoral Perspective…  
 

When we think of the “Beatitudes”, what comes to mind is Matthew’s 
“Sermon on the Mount”.  Luke’s setting is not mountaintop, but rather it is 
set at the crossroads of life where people gather to hear Jesus.  Beatitude 
comes from a Latin word which means “blessing”.  In Luke’s Gospel, Jesus 
speaks of beatitudes that are more direct.  The beatitudes describe what it 
means to be a real follower of Christ.  They are also a standard of conduct, 
and a way in which we can live our lives in accord with the teachings of 
Christ.  Luke does not say “blessed are the poor in spirit” and “blessed are 
they who hunger and thirst for righteousness”, as Matthew does, but instead 
takes us by surprise by saying “blessed are you who are poor” and “blessed 
are you who are hungry”.  And, we notice that there are only four beatitudes 
in Luke’s Gospel, and they are followed with four warnings, including “woe 
to you who are rich” and “woe to you who are filled now”.  Both Matthew 
and Luke reflect what Jesus taught, and they also reflect the different goals 
each one had when writing their Gospels.   But both show there is a tremen-
dous difference between the values of God’s kingdom and the values of the 
world.  The beatitudes show what Christians can expect from the world, and 
what God will give them.  It would certainly seem that Jesus startled those 
who heard him because each beatitude or blessing is really a chal-
lenge.  They take the accepted standards of the world and turn them upside 
down.  The people Jesus called happy or blessed would be called misfits or 
losers in today’s world.  Jesus’ teaching tells us that if we set our heart and 
bend our energies to obtain things which the world values and offers, we 
will get them, but that is all we will get.  Jesus puts the challenge to us very 
clearly.  Will we take the easy way which gives us immediate pleasure or 
profit, or will we take the hard way which will give us toil and sometimes 
suffering?  Will we concentrate on the world’s rewards which are temporary 
or on God’s blessings which will bring us eternal life and happiness?  For 
us, good fortune consists in receiving God’s kingdom blessings, whereas 
confidence placed in the passing things of this world makes a disciple unfit 
for the kingdom.  Not a happy thought!
