The Gospel today
takes us with Jesus, Peter, James and John to the top of the mountain to pray
together to our heavenly FathefThis mountain has been identified as “the
high mountain apart”, Mount Tabor, on which Jesus’ transfiguration took
place. In Scripture (the Bible), mountains are places of divine encounter and
prayer. Immediately before this happened Jesus had told his disciples that
some of them would not die before they had seen the kingdom ofltdsd.

fairly certain he was referring to the transfiguratiodesus took the three apos-

tles there to show them who he really was, not only a great prophet, but God’s
only begotten SonHe was telling them and showing them that the kingdom was
among them and would soon be present in power through the work of the Holy
Spirit. Moses, representing the Law, and Elijah, representing the prophets, ap-
peared with Jesus and God’s voice singled out Jesus as theaited Mes-

siah, the Christ.The brightness of Jesus’ face was being seen for the first time
by the apostlesNow they were seeing him for whom he really wdsses saw

the dazzling brightness in the clouds on the mountaintop and in the burning
bush on the desert floor, but while he was alive, he never saw the brightness
that radiated from the face of Christ on that mountaintdjhe transfiguration

took place in Jesus, but there was also a change in the apostles because they
were seeing Jesus in a totally new wayey did not want to leave that moun-

tain because the change in Jesus was fantastic, and they wanted to preserve that
moment. Jesus is the one promised, the chosen Son, and in him is found all
power and glory. It was necessary that the apostles come off the mountain and
go forth and make disciples of all nation3esus is giving all of us the same
command and that is to leave the security and great joy of the mountaintop (the
comfort of the church) and go into valleys of modern day life (the-adiy

world), listening to Jesus, and believing this man is God’s own son.
