Fr. Hal’s Pastoral Perspective…  
 

By taking a close look at the first reading from the Acts of the Apostles, we dis-
cover that if the requirement that new Christians had to be circumcised first, 
“become Jews” first, it is quite certain that Christianity would have become 
nothing more than a sect or branch of Jews.  It seems there were certain Jews 
who could never forget their position as the chosen people.  They were willing 
to accept Gentiles (non-Jews) into the Church provided they were circumcised 
first.  Paul and Barnabas argued strongly against this attitude and a violent 
collision seemed inevitable.  An appeal was made to Jerusalem, the headquar-
ters of the Church at the time, for a ruling.  The principle at stake was really 
quite simple.  Was the gift of God, the gift of salvation, for the chosen few or for 
the whole world?  Was the gift of God a privilege or a responsibility?  Certain 
Jews who had become Christian insisted that all converts must be circumcised 
and keep the Mosaic Law, which stated that on the eighth day the flesh of a 
male child’s foreskin shall be circumcised.  This was submitting one’s flesh to 
the covenant that originated between God and Abraham.  Peter stood up to the 
apostles and elders and told them that believing the word of the Gospel fulfills 
the new covenant.  He made it clear that they themselves were saved by the 
grace of the Lord Jesus and that the Gentiles were saved the same way.  It is 
surely a matter of historical interest to get a glimpse of the workings of the 
early Church.  The Church leaders at Jerusalem, stated that those who had dis-
turbed the brothers at Antioch were not given instruction, or authority, to do 
what they did.  The Church leaders, inspired by the Holy Spirit, decided to send 
authorized representatives with Paul and Barnabas, Judas and Silas.  Some 
clear directives are laid out regarding dietary practice and avoidance of idola-
try and illicit sexual union.  Unanimity is stressed.  The purpose of authoritative 
teachings of the Church is meant to provide guidance for daily living and to 
protect the people from sinfulness as well as to preserve the true deposit of 
faith.  We have learned that disagreement came quickly to the early 
Church.  Through prayerful discussion, the Holy Spirit guides the disciples to a 
wise decision.
