Q&As on the St. Joseph Cathedral Restoration 
 

What is notable about the bas reliefs of the apostles?  There are two very interesting characteris-
tics of the bas reliefs of the Apostles, particularly with the Restoration underway.  First, their pos-
ture is noteworthy:  all of the Apostles are looking toward the altar.  Second, with their coloriza-
tion, each Apostle is painted with a different color scheme, which corresponds to each of the 
twelve gems which St. John’s book of Revelation speaks of as lining the walls of the heavenly 
Jerusalem.  These gems in turn correspond to each of the Twelve tribes of Israel and the colors 
of their robes.

Jesus entered a village where a woman whose name was Martha wel-
comed him.  She had a sister named Mary… The Gospel gives an insight into the 
workings of Jesus’ ministry as He prepared to go to Jerusalem where He would 
suffer and die.  As Jesus and His disciples made their way through Galilee and 
beyond, He had good supporters and friends who opened their homes to him.  
In another passage, Luke tells us about the women disciples who would follow 
Him and assist Him with material needs.  Today’s Gospel passes on the precious 
names of Martha and Mary (brother Lazarus is mentioned in John’s Gospel) as 
an example of Our Lord’s collaborators.  Cannot we imagine Jesus “re-charging 
the batteries” in this out of the way place, getting away so that He might be 
more responsive to the Father’s mission? 

 

What should we learn here?  What is the take-away?  Hospitality in the 
mission of the Church is a non-negotiable part of Gospel values.  Hospitality 
invites and creates the space for individuals to come and sit at Jesus’ feet.  
The Benedictine Order that is important in our Diocese welcomes guests as 
Christ.  How many times I have personally experienced this spirit at Blue Cloud 
Abbey, Marvin, Sacred Heart Monastery, Yankton and in many other Benedic-
tine houses in my travels. 

 

May St. Therese Parish always be an example of holy hospitality and 
welcome whenever we gather for the Holy Mass and the many events of commu-
nity life.  May our Christian families teach their children how to put these val-
ues into practice in their homes and lives.  May the Lord give us discerning 
hearts to recognize His presence in all who cross our paths this week.
