Greetings in the Lord! 
 

Lord, teach us to pray just as John taught his disciples.  This plea from the 
disciples to the Lord should be ours as well.

 I am discovering that our parish has many things going on, great works of 
charity for God’s people, finance and pastoral councils, work on reducing our 
debt and more items than I can mention here.  Do we want success in our 
ventures for God and His people?  Yes, you tell me.  Fabulous!  Then we 
must back them up with prayer.  Let us ask the Lord to assist us with that 
long-ago cry from the disciples:  Lord, teach us to pray.  He will not refuse 
us.   

Thank you to the Totus Tuus team, parents and assistants that made this 
event a success.  Also be aware that I will be gone on some vacation scheduled 
before I knew I was coming to St. Therese. (You haven’t burned me out yet!!)  I 
will be gone July 25th – August 6th.  I will be praying for the VBS children and
