Q&As on the St. Joseph Cathedral Restoration

What is happening with the side altars in the Cathedral? In the north and south transept (to
the left and right of the sanctuary) there are shrines dedicated to Mary and St. Joseph. The
north shrine -- where the baptismal font was -- has been restored to a shrine dedicated to St.
Joseph; on its ceiling we can see the depiction of St. Joseph's death, now vividly portrayed
in color. In the shrine dedicated to Mary in the south transept we find a depiction of the An-
nunciation, with the archangel Gabriel appearing to Mary.
